LEARNING TARGET

The LEARNING TARGET is the concept (noun or noun phrase) that the student must apply through a particular skill (verb). It is the statement of the intended learning.
STANDARDS

The STANDARDS are the general statements of learning outcomes – what students need to know and be able to do. 

INDICATORS
The INDICATORS are the grade-specific learning outcomes. 

UNWRAPPING
UNWRAPPING the standards means to identify the concepts and skills found in both the standards and the indicators. It means to examine the standards and the grade-specific indicators to determine exactly what students need to know, be able to do through a particular context. (Synonyms: UNPACKING, DECONSTRUCTING)
UNPACKING
UNPACKING the standards means to identify the concepts and skills found in both the standards and the indicators. It means to examine the standards and the grade-specific indicators to determine exactly what students need to know and be able to do through a particular context. (Synonyms: UNWRAPPING, DECONSTRUCTING)
CONTENT
CONTENT refers to specific information students need to know in a given standard, its related indicators, or in an entire course of study. The skills are the verbs embedded in the standards and the indicators.
DECONSTRUCTING

DECONSTRUCTING the standards means to identify the concepts and skills found in both the standards and the indicators. It means to examine the standards and the grade-specific indicators to determine exactly what students need to know and be able to do through a particular context. (Synonyms: UNWRAPPING, UNPACKING)
ASSESSMENTS FOR LEARNING
ASSESSMENTS FOR LEARNING occur during the learning to diagnose student needs, inform instruction, and give feedback to students and to help students feel ownership of their learning. (Synonym: FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT)

FORMATIVE ASSESSMENTS
FORMATIVE ASSESSMENTS occur during the learning to diagnose student needs, inform instruction, and give feedback to students and to help students feel ownership of their learning. (Synonym: ASSESSMENTS FOR LEARNING)

ASSESSMENTS OF LEARNING
ASSESSMENTS OF LEARNING occur after the learning takes place to determine if it did. (Synonym: SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENTS)

SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENTS
SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENTS occur after the learning takes place to determine if it did. (Synonym: ASSESSMENTS OF LEARNING)
CONCEPTS
CONCEPTS are abstract ideas that point to a larger set of understandings, (e.g., peace, democracy, culture, change, patterns, power). These are the important nouns embedded in the standards and the indicators.
BIG IDEAS
BIG IDEAS are “enduring understandings” defined as “the important understandings that we want students to ‘get inside of’ and retain after they’ve forgotten many of the details.” (Synonym: ENDURING UNDERSTANDINGS)
ENDURING UNDERSTANDINGS
 “Enduring understandings” are defined as “the important understandings that we want students to ‘get inside of’ and retain after they’ve forgotten many of the details.” (Synonym: BIG IDEAS)
STUDENT-WORDED BIG IDEAS
These are the Big Ideas put in a conversational phrasing. Extract the essence of the Big Idea, and then substitute simpler language. 

Adult: Narratives (fictional writings) need a specific setting and supporting details to advance plot.

Student: Stories need a place to happen with details that keep readers interested.

STANDARDS-BASED ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS
STANDARDS-BASED ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS are deliberately selected to drive instruction and assessment for a particular unit of study. They are derived from the “unwrapped” standards and indicators. They are standards-based questions. (Synonyms: GUIDING QUESTIONS, ENDURING QUESTIONS, ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS)

NEED TO KNOW
NEED TO KNOW are the concepts. Concepts are abstract ideas that point to a larger set of understandings, (e.g., peace, democracy, culture, change, patterns, power). These are the important nouns embedded in the standards and the indicators.

BE ABLE TO DO
BE ABLE TO DO are the skills. The skills are the verbs embedded in the standards and the indicators.

SKILLS
SKILLS are the verbs embedded in the standards and the indicators. These are what the students need to be able to do.

PARTICULAR CONTEXT
PARTICULAR CONTEXT is the lessons and activities educators will use to teach students the concepts and skills. (Synonym: TOPIC)
BLOOM’S TAXONOMY
BLOOM’S TAXONOMY is a hierarchy of thinking skills. 

POWER STANDARDS
POWER STANDARDS are the standards that matter the most. These are the ones students need for success according to the following criteria: (1) what they need to know and be able to do in school this year, next year, and so on; (2) what they need to learn in the way of life skills; and (3) what they need to know and be able to do on all high-stakes assessments. 
TOPICS
TOPICS are the lessons and activities educators will use to teach students the concepts and skills. (Synonym: PARTICULAR CONTEXT)
RUBRICS
RUBRICS are scoring guides to evaluate the degree of proficiency in the work that students produce.

PERFORMANCE TASK
A PERFORMANCE TASK is standards-based performance assessment that targets standards within one content area, makes interdisciplinary connections by identifying related standards and indicators in other content areas, and creates engaging scenarios to “hook” student interest.

SCAFFOLDING
SCAFFOLDING instruction as a teaching strategy originates from Vygotsky’s concept of the zone of proximal development (ZPD). The zone of proximal development is the distance between what children can do by themselves and the next learning that they can be helped to achieve with competent assistance. The scaffolding teaching strategy provides individualized support based on the learner’s ZPD.
REMEMBERING

REMEMBERING is the lowest level of Bloom’s: can the student recall or remember the information? (define, duplicate, list, memorize, recall, repeat, reproduce, state)
UNDERSTANDING

UNDERSTANDING is the second lowest level of Bloom’s: can the student explain ideas or concepts? (classify, describe, discuss, explain, identify, locate, recognize, report, select, translate, paraphrase)
APPLYING
APPLYING is the third level of Bloom’s: can the student use the information in a new way? (choose, demonstrate, dramatize, employ, illustrate, interpret, operate, schedule, sketch, solve, use, write)
ANALYZING

Analyzing is the third level from the top of Bloom’s: can the student distinguish between the different parts? (appraise, compare, contrast, criticize, differentiate, discriminate, distinguish, examine, experiment, question, test)
Evaluating
Evaluating is the next to the top level of Bloom’s: can the student justify a stand or decision? (appraise, argue, defend, judge, select, support, value, evaluate)
Creating
Creating is the top level of Bloom’s: can the student create new product or point of view? (assemble, construct, create, design, develop, formulate, write)
